Pupil Premium Funding 2023-24 making a difference at Ravenswood School

Our Ambition

It is our ambition for children in receipt of Pupil Premium to succeed as well or better than other children at
Ravenswood School. The funding is provided in addition to the main funding from the LA and is intended
to help disadvantaged pupils, so that the school can improve their progress and make sure they make
similar progress to their peers. A high percentage of our pupils receive Pupil Premium funding —we are in
the highest quintile on the Ofsted School Data Dashboard.

We used the funding £79,685 in 2023-2024 to support these disadvantaged pupils to overcome barriers in
their learning.
